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The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act
will take effect April 14, 2003.

The intent of the legislation was to save money by
standardizing how the health care industry transfers data
electronically. By using the same computer codes,
doctors' offices, hospitals, insurance companies and other
organizations could reduce transaction errors, cut costs
and ease the flow of information.

The security standards work in concert with the final
privacy standards adopted by HHS last year and
scheduled to take effect for most covered entities on April
14. Covered entites (except small health plans) must
comply with the security standards by April 21,

2005. Small health plans have an additional year to
comply.




» The HHS released requitements that health groups

designate privacy officers, tram staff about
privacy i1ssues and establish safeguards to protect
patients’ information. It also mandated that
patients sign forms from their health care
providers that summarize the patients' rights and
the steps taken by the providers to protect
information.

» The U.S. Office of Civil Rights will enforce the
lawy, which includes penalties of up to $250,000 in
fines and up to 10 years i prison for failing to
protect patients' privacy.
